Criteria for Certification of Completion of Medicine Rotation:

Completed clinical rotation during which time, the following must have been achieved:
a. Completed 30 12-hour duty schedules in the ward and ER holding area rotation for both Phase 1 and 2 (NOTE: 7 weeks in IM rotation with duties scheduled every 3 days consisting of 2 12-hour shifts; 7 weeks = 16 duties x 2 shifts = 32 duties per intern for entire rotation, rounded off to 30)
b. Evaluated at least 4 times by service residents and consultants during the actual F2F rotation
c. Submitted at least 6 clinical abstracts and/or discharge summaries in both Phase 1 and 2 rotations that were certified correct by the service
d. Delivered 1 clinical case presentation either as a group (Track A) or individually (Track C) in an online forum evaluated by both consultants and residents of the service
e. Completion of the following procedures which must have been certified as completed:
i. Venipuncture – at least 5 unassisted cases
ii. IV insertion – at least 5 unassisted cases
iii. ABG – at least 4 unassisted cases
iv. NGT – at least 2 unassisted cases
v. Foley catheter – at least 2 unassisted cases
Passed the oral clinical exam facilitated by a consultant
Submitted at least 1 critical appraisal report as a group
Completed all requirements for the online training program, to include:
f. Complete review of all posted modules in the VLE platform
g. Completion of all post-tests for each module
Completion of the following requirements:
h. Submission of certified correct clinical abstracts and discharge summaries assigned during the both phases of internship
i. Completion of attendance in all department conferences designated as must attend for interns
For Telemedicine rotation, completion of at least 2 observational experiences and at least 1 evaluated encounter one-on-one with an OPD resident and/or consultant
Completion of all deficiencies in both the F2F and online rotation prior to final clearance
